Members from this of-
fice will then use this information to guide the
administration in their rewriting of the Universi-
ty’s long-term sustainability goals, which occurs
every four to five years.

U.S. Officially Leaving Paris Climate Agreement on Wednesday, November 4, 2020

The United States will formally leave the Paris Agreement on Wednesday, no matter who wins the election. Of the nearly 200 na-
tions that signed the agreement, the U.S. is the only one to walk away from its promises to reduce greenhouse gas emissions.

"The lack of action at the federal level is a serious
problem," says Rachel Cleetus, policy director for
the climate and energy program at the Union of
Concerned Scientists, a science advocacy group.
The costs of climate-driven disasters such as hurri-
canes, heat waves and wildfires are rising, she says.
In 2020, there have already been 16 climate-driven
disasters that cost at least $1 billion
each, according to the National Oceanic and At-
mospheric Administration.

"Climate change is clearly not just an environmen-
tal issue," Cleetus says. "It is threatening our econo-
my. It's threatening our future prosperity, the well-
being of future generations."
